Media Analysis

Over the past four years Wings & Wheels has been supported throughout Surrey,
Hampshire, Berkshire and East and West Sussex by local radio and newspapers.

Through a targeted campaign with Official Media Partners, The Surrey Advertiser
and radio show 96.4 The Eagle, the reach in 2009 exceeded more than 36 million
combined opportunities to see.

Latest figures show that in the lead up to the 2009 show, the site had over
11,039,000 hits with more than 144,000 unique visitors.

The dwell time of each session recorded was between 10 — 29 minutes with the most
popular sections Air Display and Ticket Information.

The ‘Stars’ page received over 28,400 hits.
